
GREATEST GIFT EVER!   



Acts 3:1-6: “One day Peter and John were going  

up to the temple at the time of prayer—at three  

in the afternoon.  Now a man who was lame 



from birth was being carried to the temple gate called 

Beautiful, where he was put every day to beg from those 

going into the temple courts.  When he 



saw Peter and John about to enter, he asked them for 

money.  Peter looked straight at him, as did John. Then 

Peter said, “Look at us!” 



So the man gave them his attention, expecting to get 

something from them.  Then Peter said, “Silver or gold  

I do not have, but what I do have   



I give you.  In the name of Jesus Christ  

of Nazareth, walk.” 



This man had been lying in front of their place  

of worship every week for years, and he was  

the same as when he started.  



There are people who come to church regularly, but their 

lives are hardly any different than when they first came 

years ago.  



How is this possible?  



Even though they are coming to church, they are not 

coming to seek God at church.   



Even though they are coming to church they don’t 

pray for Jesus to bring a powerful change in their life. 



Does this describe your life?  



Then listen up to the points that Peter made in 

his sermon:   



1.  It’s all about Jesus Christ!  



Key Verse, Acts 3:6: “But Peter said, ‘I have no 

silver and gold, but what I do have I give to you.   



In the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth,  

rise up and walk!’” 



He responded by walking and jumping  

and praising God!  



Then Peter took this opportunity to make sure 

that everyone knew what they needed to know 



so that they could PERSONALLY experience the 

works of Jesus in their lives.  (Acts 3:11-26) 



Have you ever prayed for Jesus to enter your life and 

change you by His power?   



If I were to ask you why you think you are going 

to Heaven, what would you say?  



John 14:6: “Jesus answered, "I am the way 

and the truth and the life.  



No one comes to 

the Father except through me.”  



No one.  



2.  If you repent of sin and turn away from it, 

Jesus can forgive you.  



Remember that Peter was promising this to 

those who had killed Jesus!   



In verse 19 “turn back to God” literally means 

“flee to God.”  



3.  Believe Jesus.  



And that is why Jesus is the Best Gift Ever!   



Through Him we can be forgiven of our sins and 

go to live with God FOREVER!

Have you been coming to church for years, 

but have never come to Jesus to be saved? 



"In the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth,  

rise up and walk!"
